Re-conceived by BdA Artistic Director Anna Maria Cianciulli as a mixed media theatre piece, THE
WAR IN HEAVEN returns this haunting Shepard/Chaikin collaboration to the New York stage, and is
produced and presented by BdA the arts [enter].

THE WAR IN HEAVEN - a poetic monologue about an Angel, who after crashing on earth has lost all
sense of personal order and destiny. Trapped in the dimensions between heaven and earth, fragments of
memory come to life from both places, coherently and incoherently, intimately and painfully. He is
examining his sense of belonging and not belonging, what happened, earthly and heavenly
contradictions, false signals, life’'s thousand choices, the many lives, and human duality, but also evoking
the knowledge of the immense universe, from where earth appears the smallest particle.

These ideas were first articulated by Sam Shepard in 1983 in a letter to Joseph Chaikin, expressing
thoughts of "being lost, of one's identity being shattered under severe personal circumstances — in a
state of crisis where everything I've previously identified within myself suddenly falls away.”

THE WAR IN HEAVEN was originally written for radio, and was first broadcast in1985 by WBAI in New
York. In 1991 the piece was produced by the American Place Theatre in New York, performed by
Joseph Chaikin, with music by Sam Shepard. New American Library publishes their correspondence
from 1972-1984 which stands as a powerful commentary on an important decade of American drama.

Through the experience of the Angel, the audience is invited into a magical world, where human
complexities are explored and examined. This mixed media project will feature an original 16mm film
shot for this production, a postmodern set of transparent appliances, and 3D figure sculptures.

Joseph Chaikin (Playwright) directed the Open Theatre and has acted in and directed performances in
many national centers, Europe, the Middle East and South Africa. He is a six-time Obie Award
recipient, including the very first Lifetime Achievement Obie Award. His book, The Presence of the
Actor, was re-released by TCG Publications in 1991.



Sam Shepard (Playwright) received the Pulitzer Price for Buried Child and eleven Obies for such plays
as Fool for Love, True West and A Life of the Mind. He wrote the screenplays for Antonioni's Zabriskie
Point, Altman's Fool for Love, and Wender's Paris, Texas, and has appeared in numerous motion
pictures, including Days of Heaven and The Right Stuff.

As an actress, Anna has played
several leading and major roles on New York’s Off and Off Off Broadway stages (Joyce Soho; St. Peter
Church; The Kitchen; Access Theatre; The Equitable Building Auditorium; Theatre for the New City,
among others) including a performance art show of Dante for the Inferno Gala, an event created for
special guest star Roberto Benigni, and the principal role in P. Vittorio Tondelli's Dinner Party, held at
Casa ltaliana Zerilli-Marimo' starring Brian Dennehy.

Video projections of documentary images from wartime Europe and Japan form
an engrossing backdrop for the onstage action -- short snappy scenes
composed of a minimum of talking and spare, yet eloquent, choreography that
strikes at the emotional heart of each piece of the story. The simple act of a
woman tying her long hair atop her head becomes an absorbing dance. A
straight-backed Nazi soldier positioned in his chair on the sidelines creates a
frightening framework for a few frolicsome moments. The multiple layers of the
drama are made visible simultaneously in a skillfully staged ensemble sequence
with Gls in combat, Fascist troops training, and a poor peasant singing, all at the
same time, against an alluring array of vintage photos.

Tuveri displays an acute eye for stage composition and an exquisite sense of
theatrical timing. He puts us through an emotionally brutal evening, but gives us
the gift of an ending that is, unexpectedly, sweet and loving. the gift of an ending
that is, unexpectedly, sweet and loving.
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
